Due to the forecast of inclement weather, the 2022 HAHS Commencement ceremony will be held indoors at
the HAHS gymnasium on Thursday, June 2nd at 7:00 PM.

Please note the following:
● The doors for the Commencement ceremony will open at 5:00 PM
● All guests attending the HAHS ceremony must have a ticket for admittance
● Seniors will be issued ten (10) tickets for guests on Wednesday, 6/1, during graduation practice.  Seniors may exchange extra

tickets or see the senior advisor for additional tickets
● The HAHS Auditorium will be used as an overflow area to livestream the ceremony for those that plan to view on site
● Senior Awards will be presented during the graduation ceremony
● Seniors should arrive to the HAHS Cafeteria, in their Cap and Gown, by 6:15 PM
● Wednesday’s graduation practice will be held in the HAHS gymnasium

Baccalaureate, Parade, and Picture Information

Baccalaureate Service
● Date: Tuesday, May 31, 2022
● Time: 7:00 PM
● Location: HAHS Auditorium
● This event is being hosted by the Huntingdon Forum of Churches
● Students should arrive at the HS Cafeteria, prepared with Cap and Gown, by 6:30 PM

Graduation Parade (Following the Baccalaureate Service) Tuesday, May 31, 2022
● A parade for seniors that wish to participate will begin promptly after the baccalaureate service

○ Guests will be asked to let the parade begin before exiting the HAHS campus.  Guests will be able to proceed
downtown, if they wish, via Moore Street while the parade travels on Washington Street

● Students wishing to participate in the parade should park in the HAHS Cafeteria (Teacher) Parking Lot prior to baccalaureate
● Parade Route

○ The parade will follow the typical Huntingdon parade route, exiting campus on Cassady Avenue and proceeding to
College Avenue, to Moore Street, turn right onto 18th Street, and then left onto Washington Street, and conclude
at 2nd Street

■ Traffic will disperse by making a left or right on 2nd Street
○ A police and fire escort will lead the parade
○ Please follow the directions of police and emergency officials
