● Date:  Tuesday, June 8, 2021
● Time:  7:00 PM
● Location:  War Vets Field (HAHS Football Field)
● Rain Date:

○ Please hope for good weather on 6/8!  We may continue with the program if there are scattered showers
predicted, and we can continue after a brief delay - be prepared!  We will do our best to hold the ceremony on the
scheduled date

○ If not held on June 8, graduation will be held on the first nice weather day following June 8
○ The event will not be moved indoors to permit a larger capacity of guests to attend the event.  Note that this could

potentially push the ceremony back several days
○ A time adjustment (no sooner than a 5:00 pm start time) may be used to hold the event any evening to avoid

inclement weather
● Special Notes

○ Seniors will be issued eight (8) tickets for guests on Monday, 6/7, during graduation practice.  Seniors may exchange
extra tickets

○ Guests should wear a face covering when entering the stadium, and until seated.  Guests should sit together as
families and distance from others to the extent possible

○ Senior Awards will be presented during the graduation ceremony
○ Pictures - A form is attached to this memo regarding ordering information for pictures taken during the ceremony

● Graduation Parade
○ A parade for seniors that wish to participate will begin promptly after the ceremony

■ Seniors that are participating should use the reserved parking near the fieldhouse
■ Those not participating will be able to exit the the facility on Penn Street, after the parade leaves

○ Parade Route (See map on reverse side)
■ After exiting the stadium, the parade will process down Penn Street to 8th street, turn on to Washington

Street, and then return to the field.  The parade will take place in the downtown Huntingdon area
○ Seniors are welcome to take pictures at War Vets Field after the parade
